			“And even if half of them were destroyed, the other half can be cross-connected so we could still jump, just nowhere near as far,” Vladimir added.

			“Eagle flight leader reports negative on contact with any and all ground forces,” Naralena reported.

			“What the hell?” Cameron said in frustration. “Are their comms off or something?”

			“I am picking up some odd frequency shifting in the area of the Ahka’s city center,” Kaylah reported.

			“Is it possible they’re jamming our comms signals?”

			“Try to break through to them,” Cameron instructed Naralena.

			“I’ve got all transceivers at maximum power,” Naralena assured her.

			“Message read: Twenty plus fighters appeared in high orbit; eight in low atmosphere on attack run,” Naralena replied.

			“Talisha, take command of fighter defense!” the commander ordered over comms. “I’m going after those two ships in orbit!”

			“Aye, sir,” Loki replied. “Jumping in three……two……one……jumping.

			The blue-white jump flash washed over the bridge.

			“Jump complete,” Loki reported.

			“Multiple contacts,” Kaylah announced from the sensor station. “About sixteen drones are attacking the fighter base on the surface. Six Nighthawks are defending. Two more targets in orbit, slightly larger. They are being attacked by a single Nighthawk.”

			“Escape jump; ten clicks; in five!”

			“Ten clicks, aye!” Loki replied.

			“Impact in three……two……”

			“Now!” Cameron ordered.

			“Jumping,” Loki replied immediately.

			The blue white jump flash washed over the bridge, fading away a split second later.

			“Retargeting point defenses,” Ensign Willette reported.

			“Inbounds are maintaining course and speed,” Kaylah warned.

			“Tactical; give the helm a hot pickle,” Cameron instructed. “Josh; end-over and give them something to think about.”

			“Nine hundred and twenty meters. Defensive turrets only. Basic directional shield turrets. She’s no match for us. She’s trying to be stealthy, but doing a lousy job of it.”

			“Standby to hail them on all frequencies and channels,” Cameron instructed Naralena.

			“Turning to intercept course,” Josh announced, as he initiated the turn.

			“Mister Willette,” Cameron said, “keep the helm pickle hot, and be ready to lock all forward plasma turrets on the target as soon as we jump in.”

			“Commander Prechitt report interceptors are retreating and jumping away,” Naralena reported.

			“Flight, XO,” Cameron called over her comm-set. “Send the Eagles to the Casbon base to provide backup until we get back.”

			“I’m assuming you have a plan,” Jessica stated.

			“We take out their primary command and control, first,” Nathan replied.

			“Do we even know where that is?” Jessica wondered.

			“SilTek is big on centralization of control,” Nathan explained, “and their headquarters had many levels below the surface. I’m betting their defense command is located there.”

			“They’ll have an off-site backup,” Jessica warned.

			“And when it kicks in, the jump in comms traffic should show up on sensors,” Kaylah added.

			“What about their spaceborne control stations?” Jessica asked.

			“I’m betting they’re not going to send missiles toward their own world,” Nathan replied. “At least not many of them. Besides, I don’t plan on staying in any one place more than ten to twenty seconds at a time or jumping to the same point twice.”

			“That’s a lot of jump plotting,” Kaylah warned.

			“Loki can handle it,” Nathan assured her.

			Loki exchanged a concerned glance with Josh.

			“Jess, remind me of our missile inventory,” Nathan asked.

			“Seventy-eight missiles total,” she replied. “Thirty single-jump shield busters, half with nukes, half with conventional warheads. Thirty multi-jump shield busters, also loaded half and half. The remaining eighteen in the outboard starboard chute are standard jump missiles without warheads loaded, so we can load them on the fly as needed.”

			“What’s our unloaded warhead count and type?”

			“Twenty conventional, ten nukes, and two antimatter warheads that we cobbled together from the few reactor cores that survived our attack on the Orswellan ships.”

			“Flight reports Reapers are ready for action,” Naralena reported from the comm-station.

			“Very well,” Nathan said. He took a deep breath and let it out. “Let’s get this over with. General quarters.”

			“General quarters, aye,” Naralena replied.

			The bridge trim lighting changed to red as the alert klaxon sounded.

			Nathan sat patiently as his simulated crew took action, going to their stations. 			“Executing second set-up jump,” Loki announced as the blue-white jump flash washed over the bridge again.

			“Executing turn and roll maneuver for final attack jump,” Josh reported, beginning another turn to port.

			“Cancel Scott Alpha One,” Nathan instructed calmly. “Execute Scott Alpha Four instead.”

			“Scott Alpha Four, aye,” Loki replied.

			“Load four single-jump shield busters. Dealer’s choice on targets. Weapons free as soon as we jump in,” Nathan added.

			“Four shield busters; dealer’s choice; weapons free, aye,” Jessica replied.

			“Scott Alpha Four, ready,” Loki reported.

			Nathan pressed the ship-wide button on the comm-panel on his right armrest. “All hands, brace for impact,” he called over the loudspeakers. “Execute Scott Alpha Four,” he instructed Loki.

			“Jumping in three……two……one…

			Again the jump flash washed over the bridge. The entire ship lurched as it found itself plowing through the atmosphere of SilTek instead of the vacuum of space. The sudden deceleration was almost more than the ship’s inertial dampeners could handle, and Nathan felt himself being pushed forward nearly out of his chair. 			Josh felt relief wash over him. He looked at Loki and giggled. “That was different.”

			“Scott Alpha Two,” Nathan ordered without hesitation.

			“Scott Alpha Two, aye,” Loki replied.

			“Turning to new jump heading,” Josh reported.

			“Please tell me we’re not doing that again,” Kaylah begged.

			“Four more standard busters,” Nathan instructed Jessica.

			“Loading four more shield busters,” Jessica acknowledged.

			“I need damage assessments,” Nathan reminded his sensor officer.

			Kaylah quickly responded. “All of SilTek’s defenses are lit up. The missile plant is completely destroyed. The nuke took out everything in the area, including three neighboring districts. Estimate civilian casualties in the tens of thousands.”

			“Understood,” Nathan replied calmly.

			“On course for Scott Alpha Two,” Josh reported.

			“Jess, load four more shield busters. Set their targets as the primary defenses around the Sugali fighter plant. If they’ve got fighters, they’ve got pilots for them.”

			“Loading four more busters,” Jessica replied.

			“As soon as those are away, get ready to pound everything in sight when we jump back in,” Nathan added. “I don’t want a single defense turret left standing.”

			“I’ve got the location of every defense turret from Kaylah’s scans,” Jessica assured him. “I can assign the targets before we even jump in, but they’ll be expecting us,” she added, assigning targets to the Aurora’s ventral gun turrets.

			“But they won’t know where,” Nathan replied.

			Nathan tapped his comm-set. “Flight, Captain. Eagles and Reapers will have twenty seconds to launch once we jump back into the atmosphere. Remind them to use full power out the door and to expect unstable air as soon as they cross the threshold.”

			“They’re ready, Captain,” the flight control officer assured him.

			“Missiles are ready,” Jessica reported.

			“Helm, execute Scott Alpha Two,” Nathan ordered.

			“Launch missiles,” Nathan instructed.

			“Launching four,” Jessica replied. “Missiles away.”

			“Executing Scott Alpha Two attack jump,” Loki replied.

			“You would,” Loki replied as the jump flash washed over the bridge once more.

			Again the ship lurched due to the sudden deceleration, and the bridge was bathed in sunlight.

			“Green deck!” Nathan called over his comm-set. “Launch all Eagles and Reapers!”

			“Twenty-nine hundred meters and falling like a rock!” Loki warned.

			“Eagles and Reapers are launching,” Naralena announced.

			“All shields over the fighter base are down!” Kaylah reported. “Two of the six missile launchers are also down! Twelve turrets are locking onto us!”

			“I’ve got ’em!” Jessica announced as she activated the Aurora’s automated ventral plasma cannon turrets.

			“Her nose is falling,” Josh warned, fighting with his flight control stick as he struggled to keep the kilometer-and-a-half-long starship from going into a nose dive.

			“Maybe you should pitch up a little before we jump!” Loki exclaimed.

			“I did!”

			“Firing all turrets,” Jessica reported.

			“Structural integrity down to sixty-four percent!” Naralena announced. “Forward dorsal hull integrity has dropped by forty-eight percent!”

			“Shields are down to sixty percent!” Kaylah warned as the ship shook violently.

			“Ten seconds to impact!” Loki warned.

			“Eagles and Reapers are away!” Naralena reported.

			“Mister Sheehan,” Nathan began.

			“Jumping!” Loki replied, not waiting for the entire order to come out of his captain’s mouth.

			The ship calmed once again, allowing Nathan to breathe a sigh of relief. “How many of them did you get?” he asked Jessica.

			“All but maybe two,” she replied. “We were firing when we jumped, but I don’t know if we took the last two out or not.”

			“That will have to do,” Nathan replied. “Prepare to launch six shield buster, multi-jump missiles. Targets will be all six inner system defense control points.”

			“I was wondering when you were going to get to those,” Jessica replied.

			“Flight ops reports only six Sugali fighters made it off the ground,” Naralena announced. “Eagles already have air superiority over the fighter base.”

			“Tell them they’re welcome,” Jessica bragged.

			“As soon as those are away, set up for a three-pronged, time-on-target attack, using two waves of multi-jump conventionals, and one of single-jump conventionals.”

			“Scott Alpha One?” Jessica asked.

			“Scott Alpha One,” Nathan confirmed, “but put a jump delay of one minute on the six missiles targeting the inner system defense control points. I need them to see our time-on-target attack being launched.”

			“Angles on the TOT?”

			“West, east, and north,” Nathan replied.

			“Got it.”

			“Uh, that’s going to leave us coming straight down the valley toward SilTek HQ, going south to north,” Loki warned. “The mountains at the north end of that valley are going to cut into our fall time by about…” Loki paused to check his calculations before continuing. “Twelve seconds, minimum.”

			“Double our entry altitude,” Nathan instructed.

			“That will put us in their missile attack sphere,” Jessica warned, “and without enough distance to intercept with point-defenses.”

			Nathan turned to his left toward his sensor officer. “What’s our shield strength?”

			“Fifty-seven percent,” Kaylah replied. “The next jump into the atmosphere will knock them down another twenty percent.”

			“That’ll only protect us against two, maybe three missile impacts,” Jessica warned.

			“How long to get our shields back up to full strength?” Nathan asked.

			“At least ten minutes,” Kaylah replied.

			“We’ll have a hundred missiles coming at us from all directions by then,” Jessica commented.

			“Then let’s hope at least some of our TOT missiles find their targets,” Nathan commented. “Have two nukes on the rails and ready to launch when we jump in.”

			“Two?” Jessica questioned. “A little much, don’t you think?”

			“You want to do Scott Alpha One a second time?”

			“We don’t have enough missiles to do it a second time,” Jessica replied as she finished entering the attack sequence into the missile control system.

			“Coming up on the first launch point,” Loki warned.

			“Four multi-jump missiles with conventional warheads on the rails, ready to launch; two more in the quick queue,” Jessica reported.

			“Jump us to the first launch point,” Nathan told Loki.

			“Aye, sir.”

			The jump flash washed over the bridge.

			“Launch the first wave,” Nathan ordered.

			“Launching first four,” Jessica replied, pressing the launch button. “Four away, two loading.”

			“Twenty seconds to our turn,” Loki warned.

			“Missiles will be loaded in ten,” Jessica added.

			“We are definitely being scanned,” Kaylah announced. “Inner system defense network is targeting us.”

			“Launching last two,” Jessica announced. “Two away.”

			“Eight inbound missiles!” Kaylah reported urgently.

			“Turning!” Josh announced.

			“Five seconds to impact!”

			“Firing point-defenses!”

			“Screw the turn!” Nathan ordered. “Escape jump!”

			“Jumping!” Loki replied, the order barely out of Nathan’s mouth.

			Again the blue-white flash washed over the bridge.

			“Finish your turn and recalculate,” Nathan instructed. “Jess…”

			“Loading the first wave of TOT missiles,” she assured him. “I’ll be ready when you are.”

			“Recalculating,” Loki announced.

			“Turning,” Josh added.

			“Another wave!” Kaylah warned. “Six to starboard! Five seconds!”

			“Firing point-defenses!” Jessica repeated.

			“Four…”

			“Turn complete!” Josh reported.

			“Three…”

			“Jump ready!” Loki added.

			“Two…”

			“Jump!”

			The jump flash washed over the bridge. A split second later, Jessica pushed the launch button, sending the first wave of multi-jump missiles racing down the launch rails. “Four away!” she reported. “Loading the next wave.”

			“Twelve missiles inbound!” Kaylah reported. “First ones will hit in ten seconds!”

			“Firing point-defenses,” Jessica reported. “Next wave will be ready to launch in five seconds,” 

			“It’s going to be close,” Loki warned.

			“Four…”

			“Don’t wait for my command,” Nathan told Loki.

			“Three…”

			“Launching four!” Jessica reported. 

			“Two…”

			“Missiles away!”

			“Jumping!” Loki reported, as the jump flash washed over the bridge again.

			“Hold your turn!” Nathan instructed. “Jump us ahead ten light years!”

			“Ten light year escape jump, aye!” Loki replied.

			“Eighteen inbound!” Kaylah warned. “Five seconds!”

			“Damn!” Jessica exclaimed. “How many do they have?”

			“Four…”

			“Any time, Mister Sheehan,” Nathan urged.

			“Three…”

			“Jumping!” Loki announced as the jump flash washed over them.

			“Now you can execute your turn,” Nathan instructed Josh.

			“Turning.”

			“As soon as the turn is finished, we’ll jump twenty light years across, then turn back to the attack leg,” Nathan explained.

			“Recalculating,” Loki acknowledged.

			“Final wave is loaded,” Jessica announced. “Four single-jump conventionals on the rails, and two nukes in the quick queue.” 

			“Have every turret and every point-defense ready,” Nathan urged. “This one’s going to be hairy.”

			“Maybe that general had good reason to be confident,” Kaylah commented.

			“Maybe so,” Nathan agreed.

			“I still think he’s just an ass,” Jessica chimed in as she finished setting up the next wave of missiles. “First wave jump delay will expire in twenty seconds,” she added.

			“Finishing our turn now,” Josh reported.

			“Jump to the far side recalculated and ready,” Loki added.

			“Jump us across and then execute your turn to final attack leg,” Nathan instructed.

			“Jumping across,” Loki acknowledged.

			“Targets assigned, missiles ready to launch,” Jessica reported before the jump flash.

			“Executing turn to final attack leg,” Josh announced.

			“So far, I’d say we’re doing well,” Nathan opined.

			“We’ve barely made a dent in their defenses,” Jessica reminded him.

			“But we haven’t suffered any damage yet.”

			“There’s still time.”

			“Delayed wave should be jumping now,” Kaylah reported.

			“Let’s hope that provides us with a little breathing room while maneuvering in the system,” Nathan commented.

			“Don’t count on it,” Jessica warned.

			“On course for Scott Alpha One attack run,” Josh announced, as he completed his turn.

			“Twenty seconds to time-on-target attack,” Jessica reported.

			“Launch the final four and quick-load the nukes,” Nathan instructed.

			“Launching four missiles,” Jessica acknowledged. “Missiles away. Loading nukes.”

			Nathan glanced at the time-on-target timer displayed in the tactical window on the lower right side of the main view screen.

			“Nukes loaded,” Jessica announced. “TOT in five…”

			“Prepare for attack jump,” Nathan instructed Loki.

			“Four…”

			“Jump ready,” Loki assured him.

			“Three…”

			Josh braced himself with his left hand, his right palm against the base of the flight control stick, ready to grab it the moment they entered the atmosphere.

			“Two…” Jessica continued. “One……all missiles jumping.”

			Four blue-white flashes appeared on the main view screen a few kilometers ahead of them as their last four missiles jumped ahead.

			Nathan counted three seconds in his head as he pressed the all-call button. “All hands, brace for impact.” He switched off the all-call and added, “Execute attack jump.”

			“Jumping,” Loki acknowledged.

			“Launching two!” Jessica replied, pressing the launch button. “Firing all ventral plasma cannon turrets!”

			“Get us out of here!”

			“One…”

			“Jumping!” Loki reported.

			Again the Aurora returned to her natural environment of the vacuum of space, and the violent rocking that had threatened to tear her apart stopped.

			“Second jump,” Nathan immediately ordered. “Ten light years, then come about hard.”

			“Jumping forward ten light years,” Loki acknowledged.

			“Kaylah, prep seven recon drones,” Nathan instructed as the bridge momentarily filled with blue-white light.

			“Coming about,” Josh announced.

			“One for SilTek HQ, the rest for the inner system defense control points,” Nathan continued.

			“I’m on it,” Kaylah replied.

			“Set them for quick scan and return to this position,” Nathan added.

			“Understood.”

			“Captain, Cheng,” Vladimir called over Nathan’s comm-set. “We’ve lost twenty percent of our outer hull, and the structural integrity of our main truss is down to thirty percent! I would not advise another jump into the atmosphere!”

			“No promises,” Nathan replied, ending the conversation before his engineer could respond. “Jess, load four more nukes. We’ll pick our targets after we get the scans from the recon drones.”

			Jessica shook her head as she loaded the nukes. “I’d hate to be living on that world after all this.”

			“It’s a simulation,” Nathan reminded her.

			“Thankfully,” Jessica replied.

			“Turn complete,” Josh reported.

			“Loading four more nukes,” Jessica acknowledged.

			“Recon drones are ready,” Kaylah announced.

			“Launch the drones,” Nathan instructed.

			“Launching recon drones.”

			“Comms, prepare a comm-drone to jump into low orbit over the fighter plant to broadcast a message to our Eagles and Reapers.”

			“Aye, sir,” Naralena acknowledged. “Message?”

			“I’ll let you know as soon as our recon drones return,” Nathan replied.

			Nathan paused a moment, enjoying the brief respite as they awaited the return of their recon drones.

			“What’s next?” Jessica wondered.

			“I’m thinking infrastructure,” Nathan replied.

			“We only win if we defeat their defenses,” Jessica reminded him, “not take out their toilets.”

			“I know,” Nathan assured her. “But they’ve got defenses around infrastructure as well.”

			“Respectfully recommend we finish off all command and control first,” Jessica suggested.

			“Understood,” Nathan replied, thrown off by her use of the word ‘respectfully’. For a moment, he wondered if it was really Jessica or a simulation of her.

			“Recon drone from SilTek has returned,” Kaylah announced. “HQ is still standing, as is their C and C alternate. HQ still has ten percent main shield strength; alternate has twenty.”

			“They don’t joke around when it comes to their shields, do they,” Jessica commented. “All missiles are loaded and ready. You still want to target infrastructure?”

			“Yes,” Nathan replied. “Particularly their main power station to the west of HQ.”

			“That shield is at full strength,” Kaylah warned. “It’s going to take more than a few nukes to bring it down.”

			“Jess, target whatever infrastructure you like, but put all four on a thirty-second jump delay. I want to follow up with two more missiles. One for HQ, and one for that power plant.”

			“Nukes again?” Jessica surmised.

			“For HQ, yes,” Nathan replied, “but let’s send an antimatter warhead to the power plant. I want the thing gone, along with all of its defenses.”

			“An antimatter warhead?” Jessica confirmed.

			“That’s correct.”

			Kaylah turned around to face Nathan. “I know it’s a simulation and all, but an antimatter warhead will not only take out the power plant and all its defenses, but it will also take a sizable chunk out of the planet. I’m talking a medium-sized city, here.”

			“That’ll work,” Nathan replied calmly.

			Kaylah shrugged, turning back around.

			Nathan thought for a moment, then asked, “What will that do to the stability of the planet?”

			Kaylah turned back again. “One? Not much… unless it opens up a massive underground pocket of magma or something.”

			“SilTek is still volcanically active, right?”

			“Yes,” Kaylah replied. “In fact, they still have quite a few of their original thermal power plants in operation.”

			“On your transfer airlocks, yes,” Mister Healy replied. “However, installation as a protection against hull breaches would require considerable down time, as the systems must be integrated into the interior bulkheads and wall structures.”

			“We’ll save that for later, then,” Nathan decided. “But we definitely would like that for our transfer airlocks.”

			“And our launch tubes,” Cameron added.

			“There are many more improvements that we can make to the Aurora,” Mister Healy stated. “Weapons, sensors, targeting, electronic countermeasures, maneuvering, to name a few. In fact, we find it odd that so many of your systems are not only of varied levels of technology, but also that much of it is quite outdated.”

We can make just about any type of protective garment imaginable with it. Combat armor, space suits, firefighting gear, hazmat suits, you name it.”

Ready all Eagles for quick launch in one minute.”

			“They’re protecting their unshielded bow,” Captain Hunt stated.

			“Forward tubes are hot,” his XO reported from the tactical console.

			“Coming on target in ten seconds,” Mister Souza reported from the helm.

			“They’ve got a missile lock on us,” Bonnie warned from the sensor station. 

			“Five seconds,” the helmsman updated. 

			“Fire as soon as you have a lock,” Captain Hunt ordered.

			“They’re launching missiles!” the sensor operator announced.

			“On course!”

			“Firing all forward tubes!” his XO reported.

			“Five seconds to missile impacts!” the sensor officer warned. “Target is jumping!”

			“Escape jump!” Captain Hunt snapped.

			“Escape jump, aye!” the helmsman replied, immediately executing the order.

			“Bonnie, determine where they jumped based on heading and expended jump energy,” Captain Hunt instructed. “Denny, load two seekers with nukes and get ready to send them to wherever Bonnie thinks that frigate went.”

			“Those are long odds,” Denny warned, preparing his weapons.

			“We need to slow them down, or we’ll end up chasing them all over the damned system, and the Glendanon can’t jump in until we own this space.”

			“I’ve got a probable location,” Bonnie announced from the Weatherly’s sensor station.

			“Accuracy?”

			“Sixty-eight percent.”

			“Good enough.”

			“Transferring coordinates to tactical,” Bonnie reported.

			“Missiles have the target data,” Denny added.

			“Launch,” Captain Hunt ordered.

			“Launching two,” Denny replied.

			“Bonnie, pass the coordinates to the helm,” the captain instructed. “Mike, intercept jump to that location, five kilometers from the target.”

			“Aye, sir,” the helmsman replied.

			“If we jump too soon, those seekers might lock onto us,” Denny warned.

			“I’ll give them a few seconds,” Captain Hunt assured him. “But be ready to transmit a destruct signal, just in case.”

			“Forward shields are down ten percent,” Jessica warned.

			“Plotting jump,” Loki reported.

			“Picking up signs of structural weakening all along the cruiser’s starboard side,” Kaylah reported as the ship was rocked by incoming fire. “If we can get a clean shot at her, she’ll bust wide open.”

			“She’s rolling too fast for us,” Jessica added. “Our torpedoes are hitting fully charged shields.”

			“We have to time this just right,” Nathan realized.

			“Target is deploying her ventral missile launcher,” Kaylah warned. “She’ll have a firing solution on us in ten seconds.”

			“How long until her unshielded side is facing directly away from us?” Nathan inquired.

			“Approximately fifteen seconds at her current rate of roll,” Kaylah answered. “Multiple jump flashes to port! Gunyoki fighters!”

			“Comms,” Nathan called. “Tell the Gunyoki to engage the octos.”

			“We can handle the octos,” Jessica insisted.

			“They’ll wreak havoc on the Nighthawks,” Nathan replied. “I want them gone.”

			“Gunyoki have acknowledged your orders, Captain,” Naralena reported.

			“Missile launch!” Kaylah announced. “Four inbound! Five seconds!”

			“Stand by to snap-jump,” Nathan instructed Loki.

			“Gunyoki are jumping over us and engaging the octos,” Kaylah reported.

			“Snap-jump is ready,” Loki acknowledged.

			“Cruiser’s unshielded side is facing directly away from us, Captain!” Kaylah reported.

			“Snap-jump!” Nathan ordered.

			“Snap-jump, aye,” Loki replied, as he initiated the jump.

			The constant pounding of their forward shields from incoming energy weapons fire suddenly ceased.

			“Pitch up and bring our stern tubes to bear on the cruiser,” Nathan continued as the jump flash washed over the bridge. “Fire all stern tubes when ready!” he added as he switched the main view screen to the Aurora’s stern cameras.

			“Set the chaser drone to deliver the intel to C and C once it finds the cruiser,” Nathan instructed as the ship continued to rock.

			“Understood,” Jessica acknowledged.

			“And remind those Nighthawks that we need those batteries out of commission before we start deploying ground forces,” Nathan added.

			“Clear jump line,” Josh reported.

			“Chaser drone is ready,” Jessica added.

			“Launch the chaser drone,” Nathan ordered.

			“Launching chaser drone.”

			“Get us out of here,” Nathan instructed Loki as the ship rocked from another blast from the surface batteries.

			               

			Talisha Sane’s Nighthawk fighter bounced sharply left as an energy bolt fired down a side street by one of the few remaining air-defense batteries managed to find her as she passed. 			“They’ll all be dead in ten seconds,” Mohal bragged as the two Gunyoki fighters jumped to their targets and opened fire with everything they had.

			               

			“Jump complete,” the Weatherly’s helmsman reported.

			“Target jumped ten seconds ago,” Bonnie reported. “Along the same heading, but only a few light minutes at the most. Very weak jump energy signature.”

			“Mike, jump us ahead thirty light seconds at a time until we catch them,” Captain Hunt instructed.

			“Thirty-light-second jumps, aye,” the helmsman acknowledged as he entered the commands into the Weatherly’s jump computer.

			“Be ready on all tubes and forward weapons turrets,” the captain advised his XO at the tactical station.

			“Jumping,” the helmsman reported as the jump flash washed over the bridge.

			“Wait fifteen seconds between jumps,” the captain instructed. “Give Bonnie time to find them.”

			“No frigate,” Bonnie reported.

			“Jumping,” the helmsman announced.

			“Still nothing,” Bonnie repeated.

			“Jumping.”

			“Contact!” Bonnie exclaimed. “Twenty clicks dead ahead. They’re turning to port.”

			“They’re going to jump again,” the XO warned.

			“Helm, five degrees to port and jump ahead twenty clicks, quickly! I want to be right in front of them!”

			“Five to port and jump ahead twenty clicks,” the helmsman confirmed as he initiated a slight turn to port and dialed up the next jump.

			“Starboard plasma turrets!” the captain continued. “Fire as soon as we come out of the jump.”

			“My finger is on the trigger,” his XO assured him.

			“Target is preparing to jump again,” Bonnie warned from the sensor station.

			“Jumping to intercept,” the helmsman announced as the jump flash washed over the bridge again.

			“Target directly to starboard and closing fast!” Bonnie reported.

			“Firing starboard plasma turrets!” the XO announced from the Weatherly’s tactical station.

			“Collision in fifteen seconds!” Bonnie warned from the sensor station.

			“Ready escape jump!” the captain barked. “Thirty light seconds!”

			“Direct hits all across her bow!” Bonnie reported with excitement. “Multiple hull breaches with violent decompression!”

			“Snap jump!” Captain Hunt ordered.

			“Snap jump!” the helmsman acknowledged as he jumped the ship ahead to escape the pending collision.

			“Ninety to port, Mister Souza,” Captain Hunt instructed as the jump flash washed over the Weatherly’s tiny bridge.

			“Ninety to port, aye.”

			“Get me a damage assessment on that frigate, Bonnie.”

			“Stand by, she’s half a minute away,” his sensor operator replied.

			               

			“Recon data from Aurora coming in now,” Cameron’s communications officer reported.

			Cameron and Lieutenant Commander Shinoda studied the holo-map hovering over the plotting table as the locations and status of all ships, friend and foe, began updating.

			“Not bad for the first few minutes,” the lieutenant commander commented.

			“It would have been better if the strikes had taken out that cruiser and that frigate.”

			“The Aurora should be able to handle that cruiser, especially now that we know where it is.”

			“They didn’t get them on the first run,” Cameron pointed out. “Which means the CO of that ship isn’t stupid.”

			“He was dumb enough to get followed by a chaser drone,” the lieutenant commander pointed out.

			“But look where he went,” Cameron pointed out. “Back to Corinair, where there are still some surface-to-orbit batteries to back him up.”

			“He’s trying to draw the Aurora into the kill zone, where those guns can reach her,” the lieutenant commander realized. “We should warn them.”

			“I’m certain Nathan has already figured that out,” Cameron insisted. “Unfortunately, the Aurora will eventually have to break off and attack the dreadnought in the Takara system. Otherwise, the Ghatazhak won’t be able to make it to the surface. That needs to happen in the next two minutes, or it will be too late. Every octo on that dreadnought will have launched and they’ll be swarming all over the system, making it impossible to get the Ghatazhak in and out.” Cameron studied the holo-display a moment. “How many surface-to-orbit batteries are still operating?”

			“Just as we expected,” Jessica commented from the tactical station. “Maybe her captain isn’t as good as we thought.”

			“Or maybe he wants us to believe he’s just seeking protection from those surface batteries,” Nathan suggested.

			“You think it’s a trap?” Jessica asked. “That there’s another ship lying in wait to ambush us?”

			“It’s a possibility,” Nathan replied. “Prepare to jump us back to Corinair to press the attack on that cruiser,” he instructed the helm.

			“And if it is a trap?” Jessica queried.

			“We’ll know soon enough,” Nathan stated. “Not much choice, really. Cam’s right. We need to secure this system so we can jump to Takara and provide cover for the Ghatazhak landing.”

			“On course for Corinair again,” Josh announced.

			“Jump is ready, Captain,” Loki added.

			“Ready all weapons,” Nathan ordered. “You spot her, you fire.”

			“No problem,” Jessica assured him.

			“Take us in, Loki,” Nathan instructed.

			“Jumping in three……two……one…”

			The jump flash washed over the Aurora’s bridge, and the black and crimson Dusahn warship appeared before them, this time passing over Corinair from right to left, so that her unshielded side was toward the planet.

			“Cruiser dead ahead,” Kaylah reported from the sensor station. “Ten kilometers and closing.”

			“Locking forward tubes…”

			“Cruiser is firing,” Kaylah reported.

			“Then why stay here?” Jessica questioned as the first salvos of energy weapons fire struck their shields and rocked the ship.

			“To reveal the location of their hidden asset,” Nathan explained.

			“If they have one,” Jessica countered, holding on to her console as the ship rocked. “Forward shields down to eighty percent.”

			“Turning to port alongside the cruiser,” Josh reported. 

			“Starboard turrets,” Nathan ordered. “Pound the hell out of them and ready the broadsides.”

			“Starboard turrets engaged,” Jessica reported as the bridge continued to shake violently. “Firing.”

			“Pull slightly ahead of them, so that we can hit them with our broadside plasma cannons as well,” Nathan instructed. “I want to pound the hell out of them; make them think their only hope of survival is to use that hidden asset.”

			“You got it,” Josh replied, firing the Aurora’s orbital maneuvering systems in order to pull slightly ahead of the enemy cruiser.

			The ship rocked again, this time a little more violently.

			“They’ve increased the power levels on their main batteries,” Jessica warned. “Starboard shields are taking the brunt of it. They’re down to ninety-five percent.”

			“That should do it,” Josh reported, ending his acceleration maneuver.

			“I’ve got a firing solution on the broadsides,” Jessica reported.

			“Pound them,” Nathan instructed.

			“Pounding them, aye,” Jessica replied.

			               

			The two ships, nearly equal in size, orbited the planet side by side, the Aurora slightly leading her foe as they traded energy bolts with one another. The only difference was that the Aurora had the advantage of her large-bore, short-barreled, broadside plasma torpedo cannons, twelve of them on each side. 			“Josh, flip us over for a missile launch,” Nathan continued. “Jess, prepare four missiles. Lead with shield busters and follow with nukes…manual jump delay.”

			“Two shield busters followed by two nukes, manual jump, aye,” Jessica replied.

			“Be ready to come about, Josh,” Nathan added. “Jess, launch when ready.”

			“Launching four missiles on manual jump delay,” Jessica reported. “Missiles away.”

			“Helm, hard about,” Nathan ordered.

			“Coming about hard.”

			“Loki, prepare to jump us back to the target’s starboard side, between it and the planet,” Nathan continued.

			“That’ll put us in the sights of those surface batteries,” Jessica reminded him. “They’ll drill through our shields in half a minute.”

			“I don’t intend to be there that long,” Nathan assured her.

			“Course reversal complete,” Josh reported.

			“Return jump ready,” Loki added.

			“Jump the missiles,” Nathan ordered.

			“Jumping all four,” Jessica replied.

			Nathan watched the main view screen as the first two missiles jumped, followed a second later by the other two.

			“Missiles away,” Jessica reported.

			“Helm, yaw ninety to starboard,” Nathan instructed. “I want our forward tubes already to bear when we arrive.”

			“Yawing ninety to starboard,” Josh replied.

			“Jump us back in,” Nathan ordered.

			“Jumping in three……two……one…”

			Nathan’s eyes were locked on the main view screen as the jump flash washed over them. As the flash faded, the image of the Dusahn cruiser slid across it from right to left. “Fire all forward tubes as we pass!” Nathan ordered. “Full power triplets!”

			“Firing all forward tubes,” Jessica reported.

			“Target has lost all shields!” Kaylah reported. “She’s lost main power as well! All her weapons are down.”

			“Say goodbye,” Nathan muttered to himself as the Aurora’s plasma torpedoes tore into the Dusahn warship, setting off secondary explosions deep within the cruiser and tearing it apart.

			“They are the enemy,” the XO insisted. “That’s reason enough as far as I’m concerned.”

			“For all we know, they’re conscripts from Corinair,” the captain replied.

			“Cassie, send word to the Aurora that the frigate is no longer a combatant, and that there are forty-eight survivors who will require rescue once the system is secured.”

			“Objection noted,” Captain Hunt said, raising his hand and cutting him off. “Mister Souza, prepare to jump us back to Corinair. The Glendanon will be arriving soon, and we need to be ready to support her.”

			               

			“Message from Dota One,” Naralena reported from the communications station at the back of the Aurora’s bridge. “They have located a collection of missile launchers on Sonner and are attacking it now. Expected elimination of target in two minutes.”

			“The Weatherly has destroyed the frigate,” Kaylah added. “They’re turning to jump back to Corinair.”

			“The Weatherly is inquiring about the status of the surface-to-orbit weapons on the surface,” Naralena reported.

			“Targeting the last one now,” Jessica announced, pressing the firing button. “Firing.”

			“Last surface-to-orbit battery is destroyed,” Kaylah confirmed. 

			“Tell the Weatherly they’re clear to approach Corinair,” Nathan replied as he glanced at the mission clock. “Nothing but a few octos left in the area, and the Gunyoki will have them dealt with shortly.”

			“Aye, sir.”

			“Mister Sheehan, plot a jump to the Takar system,” Nathan instructed. “The second wave will be launching soon, and we need to ride it in if we’re going to have any hope of destroying that dreadnought.”

			               

			Tariq pressed the firing button on his right flight control stick, spitting a barrage of red-orange bolts of plasma from the plasma cannons built into the front of his engine nacelles. 			She looked at her intelligence officer again. “This is where it gets interesting.”

			“We really need better code phrases,” Lieutenant Commander Shinoda joked.

			“Takaran insertion jump complete,” Loki reported. “We’re one light minute out from Takara.”

			“Threats?” Nathan inquired.

			“One dreadnought, a few cargo ships of various sizes, and at least fifty octos,” Jessica reported from tactical. “It looks like the octos just launched from the dreadnought but don’t yet have targets.”

			“The dreadnought is accelerating,” Kaylah reported. “Looks like she’s climbing to a higher orbit.”

			“Multiple jump flashes,” Kaylah reported. “Twenty-eight missiles, headed for the dreadnought. Impact in five seconds.”

			“Plot an intercept jump,” Nathan instructed. “We need to jump on them while their targeting systems are still affected by the detonations.”

			“Weapons hot, fire at will, aye,” Jessica replied.

			“Jumping,” Loki announced at the same time.

			The jump flash washed over the bridge again, and the massive black and crimson warship appeared at the center of the Aurora’s semi-spherical main view screen.

			“She looks undamaged,” Nathan realized.

			“Locking all forward tubes on the dreadnought,” Jessica reported. “Firing all tubes.”

			“Target any remaining surface-to-orbit defenses and eliminate them,” Nathan added. “The fewer guns shooting at us, the better.”

			“As soon as we take out the last of Answari’s surface defense, turn hard to port and jump out one light minute,” Nathan instructed. “But not until we’ve been on our outbound jump course for a full five seconds.”

			“Half the missiles are already loaded with shield penetrators,” Robert informed the young lieutenant. “A full strike doesn’t launch all missiles simultaneously. The simultaneous strike happens by synchronizing their departure jump.”

			“Starboard launchers are ready,” his XO reported. “Port will be ready in ten seconds.”

			“Launch starboard missiles,” Robert instructed. “Durkan, tell Two, Three, and Four to launch all missiles as they are ready. I’ll initiate the strike jump manually.”

			“For all missiles, from all Orochi?” the comms officer asked, surprised.

			“Do it!” Robert barked, no time to debate the issue.

			The comms officer jumped into action, sending the updated instructions to the other ships.

			“Christ, Robert,” his XO said under his breath. “Scott ordered a two-second time-to-target.”

			“Yeah, I know, not much wiggle room for him.”

			“Starboard missiles are away,” the XO reported.

			“Two, Three, and Four are launching missiles,” Ensign Lief reported from the sensor station. “Twenty seconds to strike time.”

			“Port launchers are turning green,” the XO reported. “Launching as they are ready.”

			“Damn this is going to be close,” Robert said as he slid open the clear plastic cover on the manual strike jump button and positioned his finger over it.

			“Five seconds,” the sensor officer warned, beginning the final countdown.

			“…One…”

			“Wait…” Nathan repeated.

			“…Zero…”

			“Captain,” Loki pleaded.

			Nathan simply held up his hand, his eyes shifting toward Kaylah to his left.

			“Jump flashes!” Kaylah exclaimed

			“NOW!” Nathan barked, as Kaylah spoke.

			“JUMPING!” Loki replied, the jump flash spilling over them as the words left his mouth.

			“Tell me it was our missiles,” Nathan begged.

			Kaylah turned to him, deep concern in her eyes.

			“Hard about,” Nathan ordered, still looking at Kaylah. “What then?”

			“Nine of them,” she replied, “and the flashes were too big to be missiles.”

			“Coming about,” Josh replied as he initiated the turn.

			“I need to know what jumped in,”

			“I can tell you in twenty-two seconds,” Kaylah promised.

			“If they were ships, we’ve got a problem,” Jessica commented from the tactical station.

			“They shouldn’t have any left,” Nathan insisted.

			“Would you like the good news or the bad news first,” Kaylah asked, attempting to lighten the mood considering their sudden change of fortune.

			“Bad,” Nathan replied without hesitation.

			“Three battleships and six destroyers…all of them old school.”

			“Jung ships?” Nathan wondered.

			“Very similar to the type we faced back in the Sol sector,” Kaylah confirmed.

			“False-flag fleet?” Nathan surmised.

			“We destroyed all their false-flag ships,” Jessica insisted. “Shinoda and I checked the propulsion and reactor signatures on every Jung ship operated by the Dusahn and matched them up to the ones originally spotted in the Sol sector. We destroyed them all.”

			“Two full launches in five minutes?” the XO wondered. “What the hell is going on there?”

			“Undoubtedly, the Aurora is deep in it, as usual,” Robert replied as he helped his executive officer prepare the strike package. “Same as before. Launch them as they’re ready, and manual strike jump.”

			“Do it!”

			“I can also use past firing patterns to anticipate which shield section will require supplemental energy to maintain shield strength.”

			“Great,” Nathan replied, irritated that he had to authorize that as well. “Do that, too!”

			“Done,” Aurora replied. “This should extend time to shield failure to one minute and thirty-eight seconds, assuming the current level of bombardment.”

			“Concentrate all forward weapons on that battleship!” Nathan instructed, clinging to the arms of his command chair.

			“Twenty seconds to strike!” Kaylah warned from the sensor station.

			“Stand by to turn to a clear jump line,” Nathan instructed.

			“Any particular direction?” Josh asked, steadying himself against the violent, unpredictable motion of the ship as its shields continued to absorb the energy of the incoming weapons.

			“Whichever way gets us out the quickest!” Nathan replied.

			“Got it!”

			“Ten seconds!” Kaylah warned.

			“Start your turn!” Nathan ordered. “Jump us out as soon as you get a clear jump line!”

			“Turning!” Josh replied.

			“Jump when clear!” Loki confirmed.

			“Five seconds!” Kaylah warned. “Crap! Jump flashes to port!”

			Nathan jumped to his feet, looking up and left as the Aurora turned right and dove to get a clear jump line under the enemy battleship ahead of them. Dozens of blue-white flashes revealed tiny specs of white riding on fiery contrails as they dove toward them.

			“More above!” Kaylah continued.

			Nathan’s eyes widened as two of their own missiles streaked over them, barely missing their topside. He turned his head to the right as the missiles passed, watching them slam into the destroyer to starboard, blowing it open in a fiery explosion.

			“Clear jump line!” Josh reported.

			“Jumping!” Loki announced a split second after.

			The blue-white jump flash washed over the bridge, and the violent shaking stopped.

			“Starboard ninety and jump ahead thirty light seconds,” Nathan ordered.

			“Ninety to starboard,” Josh acknowledge, rolling the ship into the turn as ordered.

			Nathan plopped down in his command chair, the incredible stress leaving his body for a moment. “Remind me to have a talk with your brother about his timing,” he told Jessica.

			               

			Commander Verbeek yanked his flight control stick to the left, rolling his fighter into a tight left turn, losing altitude in the process. He rolled back level and then tapped his jump button, transitioning his Super Eagle five kilometers ahead.

			Suddenly, his target was right in front of him, less than a kilometer away and growing closer at an alarming rate. He had only seconds.

			The targeting system flashed a red bracket, indicating it had detected the target, and then turned solid red. The commander pressed the missile launch button on his flight control stick, sending a single missile streaking ahead of him.

			He immediately pulled up, rolling slightly right to avoid the explosion that came one second later. “Target destroyed,” he reported over comms with a smile.

			“Thank you, Commander,” General Telles replied over comms.

			“Eagle One returning to angels three. Let me know if you need any more help.”

			“Will do,” the general replied.

			               

			“One-eighty complete,” Josh reported.

			“Return jump plotted,” Loki added.

			“What are we looking at?” Nathan asked his sensor officer.

			“The dreadnought is dead, broken into three pieces,” Kaylah reported. “One battleship is badly damaged. She can defend herself, but she’s not going to be much of a threat. Same with one of the… Wait… Jump flashes! Multiple… Gunyoki!” she exclaimed. “About thirty of them! More flashes! Four Orochi! They’re all attacking!”

			“Jump us in one hundred clicks from the nearest battleship,” Nathan instructed. “We can’t let them have all the fun.”

			               

			“One kilometer to Capitol Square,” Donan reported over comms. “It’s up to you boys, now. We’ll provide as much cover as possible.”

			“Just don’t let any Dusahn tacticals sneak up behind us, and we’ll do the rest,” Sergeant Major Crawley replied.

			“Give ‘em hell, Denton.” Donan checked his tactical display as the platoon of Corinari soldiers that had been following behind him charged past on either side. Two enemy targets suddenly appeared, blinking in red. He looked up, spotting the same two targets on the exterior view that surrounded him within his turret. A few hundred meters away were two gun emplacements being hastily assembled to repel the charging Corinari. “Two light APGs, three hundred fifty meters. One at my three five zero, and one at my zero one zero. Shall I do the honors?”

			From behind sixteen combat tanks, Corinari soldiers clad in black and gray body armor charged forth, moving from cover to cover in practiced fashion as they fired on the Dusahn forces defending their seat of power. Energy bolts of red, orange, and yellow streaked back and forth between the two forces.

			“Transferring to missiles,” Ledge reported from the tactical console.

			“Launch when ready,” Aiden instructed. “Helm, as soon as those missiles are away, jump us to the far side of that battle group, same range, and come about hard.”

			“Targeting data is loaded,” Ledge announced.

			“Ready to jump,” the helmsman confirmed.

			“Launching eight.”

			Aiden looked out the forward windows of the compact Orochi bridge as eight missiles, four from each side, streaked ahead of them, disappearing behind blue-white flashes seconds later.

			“All eight have jumped.”

			“Jumping us across,” the helmsman reported as the Orochi bridge filled with blue-white light. “Jump complete. Coming about.”

			“I need a strike report as soon as possible, Ali,” Aiden reminded his sensor officer.

			“You’ll have it in thirty seconds,” she reminded him back.

			               

			“Multiple contacts!” Kaylah announced from the Aurora’s sensor station. “Jump missiles! Ours! At least a hundred of them! Five seconds to impact!”

			“Thatta girl, Cam,” Nathan murmured, more to himself than anyone around him.

			“Battleship Three is turning toward us,” Jessica warned. “They’re trying to bring their main torpedo tubes to bear.”

			“Missile impacts!” Kaylah announced.

			“Ten up and twenty to port,” Nathan instructed his helmsman. “Ten-click jump on my mark.”

			“Ten up and twenty to port,” Josh replied as he deftly manipulated his manual flight control stick to change the ship’s attitude, bringing the throttles of their main engines up at the same time to initiate the turn.

			“Destroyer Six has lost all shields and is heavily damaged,” Kaylah reported.

			“Ready stern tubes,” Nathan instructed. “Full power triplets.”

			“Destroyer Five is coming apart,” Kaylah continued. “Battleship Three has lost all port shields.”

			“Ready on stern tubes,” Jessica acknowledged. “Full power triplets.”

			“Battleship Two is spinning up their jump drive.”

			“Turn complete,” Josh reported.

			“Execute jump!” Nathan ordered.

			“Jumping!” Loki replied as the jump flash washed over the bridge.

			“Pitch up to bring our stern tubes to bear on Battleship Three,” Nathan ordered. “Jess, fire when you get a solution.”

			“Pitching up,” Josh replied, gently pulling back on his flight control stick and then releasing it.

			“Battleship Two has jumped,” Kaylah reported.

			“Find that battleship for me,” Nathan told her.

			“I’ve got a firing solution!” Jessica announced. “Firing stern tubes!”

			“Missile launch!” Kaylah warned. “From one of the destroyers! Eight inbound! Fifteen seconds!”

			“Point defenses are engaging the inbounds!” Jessica assured them. “Direct impacts on Battleship Three!”

			“Keep pounding them!” Nathan urged. “Loki, ready an escape jump. Fifteen light seconds.”

			“Two missiles down,” Jessica updated. “Three…”

			“Fifteen light seconds, aye!” Loki replied.

			“Five seconds to missile impacts!” Kaylah warned.

			“…Four! Brace for impacts!” Jessica warned.

			“Secondaries on Battleship Three!” Kaylah reported. “She’s coming apart!”

			“Snap jump!” Nathan barked.

			Loki’s finger was already on the jump button, pressing it the moment Nathan said the word ‘snap’.

			“Ready four jump missiles with nukes,” Nathan instructed. “Helm, hard about and down ten.”

			“Loading nukes on the rails,” Jessica replied.

			“Hard about, ten down,” Josh acknowledged.

			“Two destroyers are down!” Kaylah reported from the sensor station. “Battleship Three is dead in space! Battleship Two is still missing. Three more destroyers have jumped as well! Only one target remains, and the Gunyoki are attacking it.”

			“We could use a few minutes of shield recharge time,” Jessica suggested.

			“Jump flashes!” Kaylah reported urgently. “Four inbound!” Kaylah tapped a button on her console, tying the ship’s all-call system into her own comm-set. There was no time. “BRACE! BRACE! BRACE!”

			               

			Two Dusahn missiles slammed into the Aurora’s port midship shields, their nuclear warheads detonating in a pair of simultaneous blinding, white flashes. The force was more than their already weakened shields could handle, and shield emitters all along the port midship portion of the Aurora’s hull exploded in showers of sparks.

			Two seconds later, the other two missiles reached the Aurora’s unprotected hull, piercing its surface. Their delayed fuses detonated a second later, blowing open the port aft landing bay and ripping half the landing deck off the ship, sending it tumbling into space, along with a considerable amount of debris.

			               

			“The Corinari have made it past our exterior defense perimeter,” the Dusahn officer reported. “They are at our doors!”

			“We must hold,” General Dontekay insisted. “Send all available personnel to reinforce our troops at the doors.”

			“No disrespect, but they will not be enough,” the major objected.

			The general looked crossly at the young major. “Then recall all forces to fall back to this facility. We will attack them from behind and crush them.”

			“Their tanks will prevent our troops from doing so.”

			General Dontekay looked even more annoyed. “They number less than a thousand!” he raged. “How is this possible?”

			“Their weapons are very accurate,” the major explained, hoping he would not be punished for speaking his mind too openly. “Their forces are well motivated. Their initial strikes hit us in just the right locations, greatly reducing our ability to respond from the start. They had inside information.”

			“A spy?” the general realized, looking at the major with disbelief. “Impossible!”

			“It may not be within our own ranks,” the major pointed out. “If they had contact with the resistance…”

			“The resistance was destroyed months ago,” the general reminded him, dismissing the idea with a wave of his hand.

			“Or so we believed…” The major paused a moment, summoning up the courage to make a suggestion. “General, we need help. We need to call in another ship.”

			“Nonsense!” the general disagreed vehemently.

			“The Aurora has been absent for nearly twenty minutes,” the major continued, determined to make the general see his logic. “There are only two ships in orbit above us. If we could surprise them and destroy them, we might be able to launch a strike against their tanks, thus allowing our troops to attack the Corinari from the rear as you desire.”

			“We can use octos,” the general suggested, hoping to avoid the embarrassment of having to call in a warship to help him secure his command against ground forces.

			“Their tanks have very good defenses,” the major replied, tiring of the elder officer’s pride. “They will make it difficult for the octos, if not impossible.”

			“And earn the wrath of our lord,” the general reminded the junior officer, muttering under his breath so the others around him would not hear.

			“If we lose this world, our lord’s wrath will be the least of our worries,” the major replied in similarly hushed tones.

			General Dontekay looked around the command center. All around him, young Dusahn officers and technical specialists were busy at their jobs, monitoring the battle and relaying data to troops in the field. Comms chatter assaulted his ears from all directions as junior officers on the front lines of battle called for assistance, in fear of being overrun. The general had no choice, his command was about to fall. “Make the call,” he finally ordered the major.

			               

			Without jump flashes, Gunyoki fighters began appearing all around the Dusahn destroyer, pounding the unshielded sections of her older but considerably thicker hull. Each shot of highly charged plasma blew open layers of the ancient ship’s protective skin.

			Gunyoki appeared in groups of four, diving in pairs at the struggling enemy warship, then turning away and jumping before the destroyer’s defenses could land more than a few blows upon them.

			               

			Jenna Hayashi adjusted her course as she came out of her attack jump, only three hundred meters away from the Dusahn warship.

			“Target is preparing to jump!” her weapons officer reported from behind her.

			“Everyone! Keep firing! Don’t jump! We can’t let her get away!” Jenna barked over comms as she opened fire on the struggling warship.

			“They’re jumping!” Delan warned from the fighter’s back seat.

			Jenna looked out the forward window of her cockpit, her finger still on the firing button. As bolts of energy fired from the guns on her port and starboard engine nacelles slammed into the destroyer, pale blue light began to spill out from the warship’s jump emitters, spreading quickly across her hull to form her jump field.

			But something was wrong.

			Jenna’s eyes widened as the incomplete jump fields partially covering the warship’s hull began to shift unpredictably. What usually took half a second took several, the damaged ship trying desperately to jump to safety. Although the forward and aft sections of the ship became completely engulfed in the pale blue jump fields, the midship portion did not. It took several seconds for the forward jump field to finally reach its full charge, no doubt hampered by damaged power conduits on the surface of the hull. The forward jump field of the destroyer flashed, but the aft section did not, at least not at first.

			Three seconds later, after the forward section of the Dusahn destroyer had disappeared, the aft jump field flashed, albeit in an anemic fashion, causing only portions of the destroyer’s main drive section to jump away.

			Her critical systems torn apart in unexpected ways and exposed to space, secondary explosions began igniting within the remaining portions of the warship. Jenna pulled her nose up hard, shoving her engine throttles forward to their stops as she pressed her jump button and transitioned to the other side of the doomed destroyer, about one kilometer away. She yanked her engine throttles back to idle and flipped her nimble fighter over, so that she was facing the warship’s remains, flying backwards away from it.

			The secondary explosions quickly took their toll, finally igniting the main propellant tanks in the aft section. The remains of the old destroyer—one that had been in service ever since the Dusahn had been exiled from Jung space centuries ago—exploded.

			Jenna stared in disbelief as the fireball, fed by the mixture of burning and expanding gases, sent a wave of debris in all directions. Her rate of travel away from the explosion inadequate to prevent the remains of the warship from reaching her, she pressed her jump button, jumping backwards away from the explosion.

			“You don’t see that at the races!” Delan exclaimed.

			Jenna sighed as she flipped their fighter back over to face in their direction of travel. “You surely do not.”

			               

			Lieutenant Commander Cardi pressed the button on her flight control stick, jumping her Super Eagle fighter ten kilometers ahead. She came out of the jump low over the Answari skyline on a course directly for the palace grounds, home of the Dusahn seat of power, and its command and control complex. As expected, she was immediately greeted with a barrage of energy weapons fire, streaming up to her from handheld weapons and portable defense emplacements all around the ornate campus which had once been the property of the Ta’Akar family.

			“Well, that’s not very welcoming,” her wingman, Ensign Pal Garson declared over comms.

			“Helm, intercept jump, ASAP,” Nathan ordered.

			“Jumping in three…”

			“Cannons on the targets right and left,” Nathan instructed.

			“…Two…”

			“Plasma torpedoes on the center destroyer.”

			“…One…”

			“Hot pickle,” Nathan added.

			“Jumping,” Loki announced as the jump flash washed over the Aurora’s bridge.

			The planet suddenly filled the majority of the main view screen. Three older, Jung-era destroyers, painted in the original black and red Jung colors, moved across their screen from left to right.
