Here was a man who didn’t filter his

statements through focus groups or polling consultants—he

said what we were all thinking. Or, at least, what he was all

thinking. Like how “The worst show in Las Vegas, in my

opinion, is @pennjillette. Hokey garbage. New York show

even worse!” It’s what Americans needed to hear, and

Donald Trump was the only presidential candidate saying it.

We at The Daily Show realized that we must honor this

archive of presidential thoughts. Thus was born The Donald J.

Trump Presidential Twitter Library, a curated collection of

Trump’s most profound and revealing tweets that allowed

everyday Americans to literally walk through the President’s



mind.

FOREWORD
Late on the afternoon of Monday, June 30,

1941, Franklin D. Roosevelt spoke at the

dedication of his newly constructed

presidential library at Hyde Park, New York, the

first of its kind in American history. “To bring

together the records of the past . . . where they

will be preserved for the use of men and

women in the future, a Nation must believe in

three things,” President Roosevelt told the

crowd. “It must believe in the past. It must

believe in the future. It must, above all, believe

in the capacity of its own people so to learn

from the past that they can gain in judgment in

creating their own future.”

It wasn’t exactly a Twitter-friendly message. But FDR’s point,

if verbose, was simple: Thanks to his efforts then, our

generation today would be wiser than the one that elected

him. And who’s to say he was wrong?

Given the 2016 presidential election and its aftermath, I am.

As a presidential historian, I might have been asked to pen

an introduction to the libraries of Roosevelt or Kennedy or

one of the Bushes. But instead, my assignment, which I for

some reason accepted, is to write 750 words on The Donald

J. Trump Presidential Twitter Library. The J. stands for John,

and per my lawyer counts as a word.



So Trump may not be FDR, but that is not to say his ever-

growing collection of tweets is without historical value. On

the contrary. Commanders-in-chief have always been early

adopters of the latest means of communication. Lincoln

installed a telegraph in the War Department. In 1877, the

first White House telephone line enchanted Rutherford

Hayes. Calvin Coolidge, notoriously a man of few words, used

up a handful of them to reach 23 million radio listeners in his

1925 inaugural, and of course Roosevelt’s fireside chats

ushered in the now familiar practice of staring dead-eyed at

an electronic media device and hoping to feel something,

anything. Truman became the first president to deliver a

televised address in 1947. Bill Clinton brought the Oval Office

into the Digital Age, sending the first presidential email,

though it was later mysteriously deleted by an unknown

party in his household.

And now the digital ruminations of the 45th president give us

that rarest thing: a running record of a president’s moods

and musings. While Woodrow Wilson once observed that a

presidency offers its occupant the opportunity to be as big a

man as he wants to be, the Trump canon is a chronicle of just

how small a president can be. Trump is not the first president

to obsess over his opponents and to rant about the seeming

injustice of the world. He’s just the first to make the rest of

us listen in as he does it.

With that in mind, the closest parallel to President Trump’s

tweets should give him no comfort, for the precedent is not

FDR’s millions of cubic feet of records or Lincoln’s reams of

manuscripts or Jefferson’s thousands of letters. It is the

covert White House recordings of Richard M. Nixon, who

destroyed his own presidency by allowing his darkest

machinations to be captured on audiotape.

Trump partisans, of course, demur, arguing that he (or as he

might put it, he “alone”) understands how Twitter eliminates



the filter of a hostile press, giving the people what they

want: All Trump, All the Time.

Perhaps, but that brings us back to FDR, who felt otherwise.

“The public psychology and, for that matter, individual

psychology cannot, because of human weakness, be attuned

for long periods of time to a constant repetition of the

highest note in the scale,” Roosevelt wrote in a 1935 letter.

“People tire of seeing the same name day after day in the

important headlines of the papers, and the same voice night

after night over the radio.” A leader’s balancing act, then,

was the education and shaping of public opinion without

becoming overly familiar or exhausting.

Trump believes the opposite. For him, attention is all. As

president, he has raised narcissism to Homeric heights—a

difficult thing to do when one recalls that politicians, as a

species, consider public notice to be slightly more essential

than oxygen. But here we are. He’s not going to stop.

And so our evaluation of the historical significance of Trump’s

tweets brings us to this frightful but urgent conclusion: With

the very future of the Republic hanging in the balance, it is

imperative that 746, 747, 748, the end.

cherished destination for school trips when the

amusement park is too expensive. The Daily

Show Presents: The Donald J. Trump

Presidential Twitter Library continues this grand

tradition with a celebration of President

Trump’s most important documents: his

tweets.

An entire library devoted to one person’s

tweets may seem “excessive,” “unwarranted,”

or “pretty clearly some kind of publicity stunt.”

But the way a president chooses to

communicate with the public is often what will

define his (the “his” streak lives!) legacy.

Indeed, when an average American is asked,

“What comes to mind when you think of

Donald Trump?” the response is likely to be a

short burst of pure, unfiltered, inchoate

emotion—in other words, something quite

similar to a Trump tweet. That’s how much

Trump’s Twitter output has come to shape not

only his presidency but the entire era we are

now all so fortunate to be surviving.



But becoming the communications genius he is

today took a lifetime of being the

communications genius he was before today.

BEGINNINGS

Attempts to reconstruct the pre-Twitter life of Donald J. Trump

are unavoidably incomplete, as he was not yet finger-

banging out his every unedited thought. We do know that

Trump was born in Queens, New York, on Flag Day 1946, nine

months after the first and, at press time, last wartime use of

nuclear weapons. After a hugely successful toddlerhood,

young Donald moved on to the best schools, where he

showed great promise as a negotiator, claiming, for example,

to have once settled a dispute with a music teacher by

punching him in the face. High school was at New York

Military Academy, where Trump gained the training he would

need in Vietnam, if he ever went to Vietnam, which he didn’t.

Instead Trump studied business at Wharton. That’s one of

the top places in the country, where only really smart people

go.



Then the young man cast out on his own, at first subsisting

on only a tiny million-dollar loan from his father. Donald soon

launched a career in real estate, becoming the first Trump to

do so in almost one generation. It was the 1970s. Few saw

value in Manhattan, which at the time was less a city and

more a floating porn-and-murder barge. But something about

a morally bankrupt, money-obsessed smut-scape spoke to

Donald Trump. By the time he was 35, Trump had begun to

make a name for himself, plant that name in tabloid gossip

columns, and then license that name to people who actually

made buildings.

After defeating New York, it was on to Atlantic City, where

Trump mastered the local hotel-casino game. Yes, at one

point Trump’s casinos did hit a bit of a multi-billion-dollar

financial rough spot. Yet using only gumption and lawyers,

Trump quickly rose all the way from bankruptcy, to another

bankruptcy, to two more bankruptcies.



The new millennium found Trump making his first

presidential run on a platform promising universal

healthcare, cutting the federal deficit, and marrying his

supermodel girlfriend. But like a stripper at a bar mitzvah, it

was too soon.

Happily, in 2004, Donald discovered the business he was

truly meant for: fake business. The Apprentice went on to

become, by at least one man’s account, the most popular

series in the history of television.

Donald Trump seemed to have it all. Money. Fame. And no

beliefs to slow him down. But he wouldn’t be satisfied until

he could share his wisdom directly with the American people.

TWITTER

On May 4, 2009, a visionary billionaire logged on to an

upstart messaging website, put thumbs to screen, typed a

promotional message for his upcoming appearance on David

Letterman, and hit send.

Be sure to tune in and watch Donald Trump on

Late Night with David Letterman as he presents

the Top Ten List tonight!

It was Donald J. Trump’s first tweet. And though he used the

name of the wrong Letterman show, it was a moment that

would change America forever.

Trump warmed quickly to his new account, which he named

“@realDonaldTrump” to prevent imposters from posting



tweets that might be embarrassing. Twitter was the ideal

medium for the future president: fast, no limits, grammar

super-optional. With tweets, he could finally express who the

@realDonaldTrump was. The world would now know: These

were the things this actual person actually believed were

worth writing in public.

In the ensuing years and tens of thousands of tweets, Trump

cultivated a rhetorical style that projected strength strongly,

through brute aggression towards everything from celebrities

to TV shows to apex predators.

Sharks are last on my list - other than perhaps

the losers and haters of the World!

As one can imagine, speaking such truth to power quickly

earned Trump many enemies. But the POTUS-in-waiting

refused to be silenced by fear or taste. He launched regular

tirades against any perceived foe, offering olive branches

only on America’s most sacred of days.



“@realDonaldTrump: I would like to extend my

best wishes to all, even the haters and losers,

on this special date, September 11th.”

Besides, @realDonaldTrump was far more than just a

professional grudge generator. The account often let a

fascinated public glimpse into the president-to-be’s private

life. We saw, for example, Donald play the part of doting

husband with future FLOTUS Melania.

Turn to QVC now to watch Melania - really good

stuff!

Trump’s love for his most recent wife sparkled as bright as

the high-quality gems she sold on television at such fantastic

prices.



Yet with the advantage of some historical distance, we see

now that first and foremost, @realDonaldTrump marks Trump

irreducibly as a man of his time. For as America’s political

climate darkened during the Obama presidency, Donald

Trump seemed instinctively to set aside his celebrity feuds

and fringe conspiracies for serious political discourse.

THE CANDIDATE

Thanks to his tweets, Donald Trump soon established himself

as a leader of the “birther” movement, which only grew

stronger as President Obama failed time and again to prove



that he was white enough to have been born in the United

States.

Trump’s leadership on the issue was well-timed. By 2015,

conservative voters were furious at Obama and looking for a

presidential candidate with the most anti-Obama credentials,

no matter how ludicrous. This was Donald Trump’s moment.

In June 2015, he declared he was running for president.

Trump’s candidacy flourished, in no small part thanks to his

tweets. Even as his time became more in demand, Donald

Trump was digitally relentless, often retweeting those whom

society had marginalized, such as white supremacists, neo-

Nazis, and other very fine people on both sides.

Trump’s appeal to the Forgotten Nazi worked. By early 2016,

he had vanquished seventeen Lyin’, Low Energy, and Truly

Weird competitors on his way to securing the Republican

nomination.

Truly weird Senator Rand Paul of Kentucky

reminds me of a spoiled brat without a properly

functioning brain. He was terrible at DEBATE!

His evolution from pop-culture polemicist to populist political

firebrand was complete.

THE 2016 ELECTION (WON BY TRUMP)

November 8, 2016: a day none of us shall soon forget.

Twitter helped Trump cruise to an easy victory over Crooked

Hillary Clinton, defeating her in the electoral college and the



popular vote, once the millions of illegal votes were

deducted.

Some questioned whether Trump would continue tweeting

postinauguration—once he had assumed the full mantle of

responsibilities that come with the world’s most important

job. Remember, too, that at that long-ago time, terse,

idiosyncratically punctuated online diatribes were not yet

considered “presidential.”

Even the president-elect himself felt conflicted, lamenting

the very need for tweets:

If the press would cover me accurately &

honorably, I would have far less reason to

“tweet.” Sadly, I don’t know if that will ever

happen!

Yet once in office, the seventy-year-old Trump would keep

tweeting with the vigor of a person sixty years his junior.

THE TRUMP LEGACY

At this writing, midway through his first term, President

Donald Trump relies more than ever on Twitter, now his chief

tool for demolishing roadblocks, such as the legislature and

the press. As the former surrenders to his executive authority

and the latter vanishes into the mysteries of social media

algorithms, now is as good a time, and possibly nearing the

end of time, to publish a book on the tweets that made it all

happen.

Understanding this faux-Trump’s origins is

complicated, requiring deep knowledge of the



phony Russia hoax that Democrats invented

as an excuse for losing the election (which

they did, big-time). The tale begins in February

2017, when President Trump says that he has

fired General Flynn for lying to Vice President

Pence about his (Flynn’s) contacts with Russia.

He had secretly taken over the account

and written “Nothing to Hide” himself, in a

passionate fit of forgetting every lawyer thing

he ever knew.

The lesson: When authenticating social media

works, we must judge the facts, and not

merely how convenient and credulity-straining

it seems that a lawyer on the president’s

personal payroll would access that president’s

Twitter account and tweet out this one thing,

but never anything else.

11 MINUTES

It was only 11 minutes, but that was all it

took to shatter a nation. On November 2,

2017, at 6:49 P.M., ET, President Trump’s

Twitter account vanished.

The day had begun like any other. In our

nation’s capital, citizens walked briskly

across the Mall, their collars pulled up

against the cold autumn wind as they gazed

into a pale blue sky. We assume it was pale

and blue. We couldn’t really figure out how

to google what the weather was like that

day. But the probable seasonally appropriate

chill in the air mirrored a greater chill to

come. As the news spread around the world,

disbelief turned to confusion, then shock,

then dinner. By the time @realDonaldTrump

was reactivated at 7:00 P.M., a disoriented

America had stumbled untethered to its

president for the better part of a quarter-

hour.
